Amount Paid may represent Continued Claims tallied in a prior w eek.  Reed Act Disbursements posted accounting adjustments in 
August that occurred in May and June w hich caused the decrease in the disbursments for the period listed.

IUR is calculated by taking the average of the Continued Claims claims over a rolling 13 w eek period divided by Covered Employment. 
Covered Employment is employment that falls under the Unemployment Insurance Program.
